WHAT IS IFLA/PAC?

IFLA/PAC, which stands for IFLA Core Activity on Preservation and Conservation, is one of the six Core Activities developed by the
International Federation of Library Associations and Institutions (IFLA) dealing with important issues for libraries worldwide. PAC was
officially launched in Vienna during the 1986 Conference on the Preservation of Library Materials co-organized by the Conference of the
Directors of National Libraries, IFLA and UNESCO.

Mission
PAC encourages and promotes the search for solutions to the serious problems of physical and chemical deterioration of library and information
materials for the purpose of preserving these materials for the future.

Goal

PAC tries to ensure that significant library and archive materials, published and unpublished, in all formats, will be preserved in accessible form
for as long as possible.

Organization
The International Centre (Focal Point) at Bibliotheque nationale de France, implements the global strategy while 14 Regional Centres located

around the globe manage activities, according to the priorities identified in its assigned area and its field of excellence.

Activities

IFLA/PAC promotes the following activities on preservation and conservation: encouraging awareness; transmitting and distributing
information; translating publications by IFLA; organizing training programs, workshops and seminars; conducting research study; establishing
standards and guidelines. These activities are performed in cooperation with related bodies such as the IFLA Preservation and Conservation
Section.

Publications

In addition to maintaining the PAC home page on the IFLA website, PAC issues the following publications: “International Preservation News
(IPN)” (three times a year) and “International Preservation Issues (IPI)” as a complementary study of the IPN. PAC distributes these
publications to national libraries and other related institutions through regional centres.

IFLA/PAC REGIONAL CENTRE FOR ASIA (NATIONAL DIET LIBRARY)

In 1989 the National Diet Library (NDL) of Japan was designated as the IFLA/PAC Regional Centre for Asia.

Activities

Its main activities include transmitting information through distributing, translating and contributing to publications of IFLA/PAC; organizing
training programs; dispatching staff members with expertise in preservation as lecturers outside and inside Japan; receiving trainees from
abroad; education and public relations activities by holding events; promoting cooperation networks for preservation; conducting research
studies on preservation and conservation; promoting IPM (Integrated Pest Management); encouraging disaster prevention of materials;
converting media. In recent years, preserving digital materials has been focused on as an important issue.
